Monthly summary of principal activities and important decisions taken in the
Ministry of Development of North Eastern Region during the month of September,
2024. '

1. Important policy decisions taken and major activities during the month

A On 29 September, 2024, Hon'’ble President of India, Smt. Droupadi Murmu,
inaugurated the “Bharatiya Kala Mahotsav” being held from 29 September to 6 October,
2024 at Rashtrapti Nilayam, Hyderabad. Hon'ble Governors of all eight NE States and
Telangna, Hon'ble Minister for Culture and Tourism, Shri Gajendra Singh Shekhawat,
Hon’ble MoS, MDoNER, Shri Sukanta Majumdar also graced the Inauguration.

The eight-day festival is being held to celebrate the rich cultural heritage of the
North-Eastern States, offering visitors a unique opportunity to explore the vibrant arts,
crafts, music, dance, and culinary delights from the region. Over 300 talented artists and
artisans from these regions are showcasing their diverse traditions.

1.2 On 13 September, 2024, Shri Jyotiraditya M. Scindia, Hon'ble Union Minister for
Communications and Development of North Eastern Region (DoNER) launched the
official website for Ashtalakshmi Mahotsav. The festival is proposed to be held at
Bharat Mandapam from 6 December to 8 December, 2024. The
website, www.ashtalakshmimahotsav.com, will serve as a one-stop resource for
event updates, schedules, and participation details, ensuring seamless engagement for
attendees from across the country.

1.3 On 23 September, 2024, Shri Jyotiraditya M. Scindia, Hon’ble Minister for
Communications and Development of North Eastern Region addressed a press
conference in New Delhi on the significant achievements of the first 100 days of
MDoNER. During the occasion, Hon’ble Minister highlighted efforts made by the
Government for development of Rail, Road, Air and Waterways connectivity in NER.
Achievement in the field of education, health care etc. in NER were also mentioned. He
informed that MDoNER has sanctioned six projects worth Rs.419.13 Cr. in NER under
its various Schemes and has simplified/rationalized its scheme guidelines and
streamlined release of funds.




1.4 On 26 September, 2024, MDoNER organized "North East Investment Roadshow"
in Bengaluru to invite investors to the region. Shri Jyotiraditya M. Scindia, Hon'ble Union
Minister for Communications and Development of North Eastern Region graced the
occasion. Senior Officers from MDoNER/NEC representatives from eight NE States,
FICCI (Industry Partner) and Invest India (Investment Facilitation Partner) participated in
the event. Shri Jyotiraditya. M. Scindia while underlining the immense potential of the
North Eastern Region, emphasized that the region holds a tremendous future for Viksit
Bharat. He highlighted how North Eastern Region is the focus point of the Government
of India, as a result of which various initiatives such as Act East Policy, UNNATI and so
forth. have been taken for the holistic development of the region. Each state presented
comprehensive overviews of their unique investment prospects. The event
attracted active participation from multiple leading businesses, highlighting
strong interest in the region's investment landscape.

1.5 On 20 September, 2024, Hon’ble MoS for Education and Development of the
North East Region, Dr. Sukanta Majumdar, visited Guwahati to inaugurate key projects
and review advancements in the educational and research sectors. Dr. Majumdar
inaugurated the Central Animal and In Vitro Drug Testing Facilities at the National
Institute of Pharmaceutical Education and Research (NIPER). He also inaugurated the
Centre for Brahmaputra Studies Building at Guwahati University, aimed at sustainable
development and research on the Brahmaputra River. Supported by the North Eastern
Council (NEC) with a funding of 228 crores, the Centre is poised to become a globally
recognized institution dedicated to addressing the challenges of the Brahmaputra River

1.6 On 13 September, 2024, “Purvottara Vikas Chintan Shivir’ was held under
the Chairmanship of Secretary, MDoNER. Representatives of 54 Union
Ministries/Departments, NITI Aayog, Border Road Organization, Deputy Commissioners
of 14 Aspirational Districts of NER, Planning Secretaries of eight NE States, Senior
Officers of MDoNER and its organizations participated in the dialogue and offered
valuable inputs for streamlining timely project implementation.

1.7 “World Food India 2024 was held at Bharat Mandapam from 19-22 September,
2024. In the 4-day Mega event several countries, other Indian States and UTs and 18
Central Ministries and allied Government bodies participated. MDoNER participated in
the event through its CPSE, North Eastern Regional Agricultural Marketing Corporation
Ltd. (NERAMAC) and all 8 NE States. MDoNER, in association with World Food India,
hosted a session on 'Sustainable Agriculture for Livelihoods Promotion in the North
Eastern Region (NER) of India'. Secretary, MDONER delivered the keynote address.

1.8 On 17 September, 2024, Secretary, MDoNER administered “Swacchta Seva
Pledge’ to all officers and staff of MDoNER and launched ‘Swachhata Hi Seva
campaign -2024', running from 14th September to 1st October 2024. Intensive
cleanliness drive was carried out at the identified Cleanliness Target Unit (CTU) and
trees were planted under “Ek Ped Maa ke Naam” programme. MDoNER also arranged
health check-up for outsourced housekeeping staff.



1.9 A two-day workshop was held from 12-13 September, 2024 on “Capacity
Building on Portals of MDoNER" at NEC Shillong in Meghalaya. All the participants
were trained to enter details of projects/schemes digitally on these portals. Interactive
session and hands-on session were held on Poorvoftara Sampark Setu, Poorvottar
Vikas Setu, SAMBHAV dashboard, MDoNER — PM Gati Shakti Portal and 10% GBS
Project Monitoring system. This will enable the Ministry to monitor and issue advisories
to NER states and Ministries/ Departments for optimal utilization of resources.

1.10 Review Meeting of 11 non-exempted Ministries/Departments with expenditure
less than 25% in first quarter was held on 4 September, 2024. Meeting to review the
actions taken by non-exempted Ministries/Departments concerning new
schemes/projects formulated for the NER under 10% GBS with four non-exempted
Ministries/Departments and eight NE States was held on 4 September 2024.

1.1 Funds amounting to Rs.312.09 Cr were released to the NE States under
various Schemes implemented by the MDoNER.

1.12 Meetings of Empowered Inter-Ministerial Committee (EIMC) were held on 11
September, 2024. In this meetings, in-principle recommendations
for nine projects/events worth Rs.423.54 cr. was made under various Schemes of
MDoNER/NER.
