Monthly summary of principal activities and important decisions taken in the

Ministry of Development of North Eastern Region during the month of February,
2024

1. Important policy decisions taken and major activities during the month

11 On 05" February, 2024 Ministry of Development of North Eastern Region
(MDoNER) organized North East Sammelan at Ambedkar International Centre, New
Delhi. Hon’ble Minister of DoNER, Shri G.Kishan Reddy was the chief guest for the
event. Shri Kiren Rijiju, Hon’ble Minister of Earth Sciences, Smt. Pratima Bhoumik,
Hon’ble MOS, Social Justice and Empowerment, Shri Rajkumar Ranjan Singh, Hon’ble
MoS Education and External Affairs and Shri B.L. Verma, Hon’ble MoS of DoNER and
other dignitaries including Smt. Sangkhumi Bualchhuak, Padmashri recipient, Members
of Parliament, Members of Legislative Assemblies of North Eastern States and
Secretary, MDoNER and Secretary MoCA were also present during the event along
with officers and staff of MDONER and students from NE States.

1.11 Funds amounting to Rs 189.02 crore were released to the NE States under
various Schemes implemented by MDoNER/NEC. This includes following important
projects:-

i. ~ Construction of double lane road from Lanka to Umrangso via Diyungmukh,
Haflong Tinali and Panimur(L-68.915 km ) in Assam.

i. ~ Construction of RCC Bridge No.17/1 over river Dhansiri on Udalgiri
Bhairabkunda road in Assam.

iii. ~ Construction of Konyak Heritage Complex at Mon District, Nagaland.

iv.  Establishment of large cardamom at Debing Rijo, Giba Circle, Upper Subhanshri
District, Daporijo, Arunachal Pradesh.

v.  Construction of road from BRTF to Pidi in West Siang District in Arunachal
Pradesh.

1.12 Meetings of Empowered Inter-Ministerial Committee (EIMC) were held on 13" and
28t February, 2024. In these meetings, following project proposals were recommended
for approval/recommended in-principal:-

(i) Under PM DevINE Scheme, 4 project proposals worth Rs. 367.25 crore were
recommended for approval and 3 project proposals worth Rs. 251.14 crore were
recommended In-principle.

(i) Under NESIDS(OTRI), 4 project proposal worth Rs. 262.62 crore were
recommended for approval and 1 project proposals worth 40 crore was recommended
In-principle.

(iv) Under schemes of NEC, 1 project proposal worth Rs 22.79 cr was recommended for
approval.
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
