Ministry of Development of North Eastern Region during the month of January,
2024

1. Important policy decisions taken and major activities during the month

1.1 On 09" January, Hon'ble Minister of State(MoS), Ministry of Development of
North Eastern Region, Shri B.L. Verma Chaired a meeting to review status of action
taken by Ministries/ Departments/NE States on the recommendations of Union
Ministers made during their visits to North Eastern Region under MDoNER'’s
“Fortnightly visit of Hon’ble Union Ministers to NER” programme.

Secretary, MDoNER, Shri Chanchal Kumar, Senior officers of MDoNER, Nodal
officers from Department of Commerce, Ministry of Rural Development, Ministry of
Road Transport and Highways, Ministry of Health & Family Welfare, Ministry of Tribal
Affairs, Ministry of Home Affairs, Ministry of Agriculture and Farmers Welfare, Ministry of
Textiles, Department of Drinking Water and Sanitation , Ministry of Steel, Department of
Social Justice and Empowerment, Ministry of Civil Aviation, Ministry of Tourism, Ministry
of Women Child and Development, Department for Promotion of Industry and Internal
Trade(DPIIT), Department of Consumer Affairs and representatives of State
Government of Tripura, Sikkim, Assam, Meghalaya, Nagaland, Arunachal Pradesh and

Manipur were also present during the meeting.

Hon’ble MoS, MDoNER while highlighting the developmental activities undertaken
by MDoNER in coordination with other Central Ministries and Departments emphasized

on the importance of visits of Union Ministers in NER.

1.2 The second meeting of the Hindi Salahkar Samiti of the Ministry of Development
of North Eastern Region, constituted with the objective of ensuring the implementation

of Hindi in the Ministry, was held on 9 January 2024 at Vigyan Bhawan, New Delhi. The



meeting was Chaired by Hon'ble Minister of State(MoS), Ministry of Development of
North Eastern Region, Shri B.L. Verma. In the meeting, Hon’ble members of the
committee were apprised about the status of use of Hindi in official work in the Ministry
and the efforts being made by MDoNER and its Organisations for promotion of Hindi in
the North-Eastern region. Many useful suggestions were given by the Hon'ble

Members for use and propagation of Hindi more widely.

13 A workshop outlining the major thrust on use of technology in road construction
in NER was held on 09.01.2024. It was attended by Senior Officers of MDoNER,
CRRI, MoRTH and MoRD.

1.4 Ministry of Development of North Eastern Region (MDoNER) is conducting a
fortnightly “Series of Lectures” (VICHAAR) w.e.f 24.01.2024 with aim to bring high-
quality interactions and insights about selected areas of developmental issues,

challenges and possibilities in North Eastern States.

The inaugural lecture in “/|ICHAAR” series was held 24.01.2024 on the topic ‘A
sustainable Infrastructure for North East Region”. Professor Shri Rajiv Ahuja, Director,
IIT Ropar and officiating Director, IIT Guwahati, Professor Shri Vimal Katiyar, Dean (R
& D), IT Guwahati, Shri Chanchal Kumar, Secretary, MDoNER , Shri K. Moses Chalai,
Secretary , NEC and Senior Officers of MDoNER, MoRTH & MoRD were present during

the lecture and participated in the discussion after the lecture.

15 On 16.01.2024. MDoNER took a review meeting with Nineteen (19) high-budget
Non-exempted Ministries/Departments on the mandatory allocation and utilization under
10% GBS of 2023-24 under the Chairmanship of Secretary, MDONER at Vigyan
Bhawan Annexe, New Delhi wherein Senior officers from Ministries/Departments,
Resident Commissioners from all NE States and Planning Secretaries of NE States

joined the meeting in person and through VC.

1.6 Funds amounting to Rs 99.98 crore were released to the NE States under various

Schemes implemented by MDoNER/NEC. This includes following important projects :-



i.  Widening and improvement of road from Birdhang to Namchi via Kitchdumra
connecting the Namchi District HQ to Soreng and Gyalching District, West to
South Sikkim

i.  Upgradation of Mirem-Mikong-Jonai road in Arunachal Pradesh

iii. — Improvement including widening of Agia Medhipara Phulbari Tura Road (L-32.60
Km)

iv.  Upgradation/Improvement of Borkhat-Sonapur road in Meghalaya

v.  Construction Road from Shillong city to Umroi Airport (L-14.279)

1.7 71st Plenary of North Eastern Council was held at State Convention Centre,
Shillong on 19th January, 2024. It was Chaired by Hon'ble Union Home Minister and
Chairman of NEC, Shri Amit Shah in the presence of Hon' ble Union Minister, DONER
and Vice-Chairman, NEC, Shri G.Kishan Reddy and Hon'ble MoS, DoNER and
Member, NEC, Shri B.L. Verma, by Hon'ble Governors of 8 States of NER and Hon'ble
Chief Ministers of Arunachal Pradesh; Assam, Meghalaya, Mizoram, Nagaland, Sikkim
and Tripura, Hon'ble Minister, Health and IPR, Manipur and Hon'ble Deputy Chief
Minister of Nagaland accompanied Hon'ble Chief Minister of Nagaland. The Plenary
was also attended by Secretary, MDoNER, Secretary, NEC and Other Senior Officers of
Government of India and State Governments of NER. Various issues pertaining to NEC
and NER were discussed during the Plenary.

Speaking on the occasion, Hon’ble Home Minister said that the last 10 years have
been a golden period for the North East under the leadership of Hon’ble PM Shri
Narendra Modi and the North East is walking on the path of peace and prosperity by
leaving violence. He emphasized on the development of Infrastructure, signing of
peace accords, reduction in violence, use of technology and urged all the NE States to

control the Gross Fiscal Deficit. He appreciated the efforts of State Government of
Manipur, Assam, Nagaland and Tripura, in this direction.

1.8 NEHHDC, on behalf of Ministry.of DoNER, participated in the Aatmanirbhar Bharat
Utsav organized by DPIIT, Ministry of Commerce & Industry at Pragati Maidan from



03°-10" January 2024. NEHHDC were allotted 70 stalls to accommodate 110 artisans
form all 8 States of NER. In addition, a theme pavilion was created showcasing 20
different craft forms through live demonstration. This special pavilion was inaugurated &

appreciated by Shri. Piyush Goyal, Hon'ble Union Minister of Commerce and Industry,
Textile and Food Supply.

1.9 Meetings of Empowered Inter-Ministerial Committee (EIMC) were held on 5th and
31st January, 2024. In these meetings, following project proposals were recommended

for approva|/recommended in-principal:-

(i) Under PM DevINE Scheme, 5 project proposals worth Rs. 221.05 crore were
recommended for approval and 4 project proposals worth Rs. 404.06 core were
recommended In-principle.

(i) Under NESIDS(Roads), 2 project proposals worth Rs.133.03 crore were
recommended In-principle.

(i) Under NESIDS(OTRI), 1 project proposal worth Rs. 61.77 crore was
recommended for approval and 5 project proposals worth 604.54 crore were

recommended In-principle.

1.10 The Ministry of Tourism, Government of India organized a nine-day annual mega
event “Bharat Parv” w.e.f. 23rd — 31st January 2024 at the Lawns and Gyan Path in
front of Red Fort, Delhi as part of the Republic Day Celebrations . The event featured
the Republic Day Parade tableaux, dynamic cultural perforrhances by the Zonal Cultural
Centers, engaging presentations by cultural troupes from various states and union
territories, food stalls representing all the states and UTs, handicraft and handloom

displays, and enthusiastic performances by the Armed Forces Ban

The Ministry of Development of the North East region sponsored participants to
enhance North East India’s cultural experience, to highlight Agri-Horti commodities of
NER, and to feature colorful handicrafts and handloom. The Ministry, assigned North'
Eastern Regional Agriculture Marketing Corporation Limited (NERAMAC) to develop



thematic stalls covering all eight states and showcase the diverse Agri-Horti value-
added products.

NERAMAC facilitated 17 entrepreneurs/FPC farmers from the eight NER states to
display their unique processed products. The event brought together agri-professionals,
policymakers, government representatives, like-minded individuals, and media from
around India to discuss the agricultural business.
