of June, 2024 

4. Important policy decisions taken and major activities during the month 

1.1 On 28" June, 2024, 06" meeting of the Task Force for the Development of 

Tourism in North East States convened at Vigyan Bhawan Annexe, New Delhi 

Officials from the eight North Eastern State of Assam, Arunachal Pradesh, 

Meghalaya, Manipur, Mizoram, Nagaland, Sikkim and Tripura, representatives from 

Ministry of Culture, Ministry of Home Affairs, Ministry of Micro, Small & Medium 

Enterprise, Ministry of Railways, Ministry of Tribal Affairs, Confederation of Indian 

Industry (Cll)and Tour operator associations etc. were present during the meeting. 

1.2 Secretary , MDoNER had a meeting with North Eastern Council(NEC) on 26" 

June, 2024 to discuss 06 concept papers received from NEC for skill development in 

North Eastern Region. These project proposals were submitted to MSDE. 

1.3 The sixth meeting of the Monitoring Committee for capitalization of investment 

interest received from North Eastern States through pre-summit activities of North East 

Investors Summit was held on 24" June, 2024. 

Representatives of all the North Eastern States of Assam, Arunachal Pradesh, 

Meghalaya, Manipur, Mizoram, Nagaland, Sikkim and Tripura, representatives from 

Federation of Indian Chambers of Commerce and Industry (FICCI) and Invest India 

were present during the meeting. 

1.4 On 25.06.2024, Sr. Economic Adviser , MDoNER chaired a meeting regarding 

multi dimensional ranking of all non exempted Ministries/Departments under 10%GBS



and 8 NE States, based on the performance (financial completion and social impacts) of 

their schemes /projects being implemented/completed in NER in the last three years. 

1.5 12 projects of Rs. 671.4 crore have been sanctioned under various schemes of 

DoNER in 2024-25 till 30.06.2024. 

1.6 During FY 2024-25, out of the total Rs. 1,00,893 crore (Budget Estimate), an 

expenditure of Rs. 11,281 crore (11.2%)in NERhas been reported by the non- 

exempted Ministries/Departments on PFMS up to 30.06.2024 under 10% Gross 

Budgetory Support to NER. 

1.7 Funds amounting to Rs 76.6 crore were released to the NE States under various 

Schemes implemented by MDoNER/NEC. This includes following important projects :- 

i. Transformation of 20 schools as Centre of Excellence in the Kamrup District, 

Assam 

ii. Pilot project for the construction of Bamboo Link Roads at different locations in 

various districts in the State of Mizoram - (i) Tuirial Airfield to North Chaltlang (18 

km) at a cost of Rs. 33.58 Crore; and (ii) Lengpui to Saiphal Bamboo Plantation 

(41 km) at a cost of Rs. 66.42 crore 

ii. Upgradation of road from NH-13 to Ugyen Tsangpo Helipad, Taiwang (Length- 

10.13 KMm) 

iv. Improvement including widening of Agia Medhipara Phulbari Tura Road (L-32.60 

Km) 

v. Improvement of road from Jatanbari-Mandirghat via Tirathmukh (L-13.775 Km} 

vi. Upgradation and improvement of Hnahlan-Hmunlui-Tuimang-Singngei Road 

(Hnahlan to river Tiau; Mizoram (Length 12.00 Km) 

vii. Upgradation to intermediate lane of State road from Mawshynrut to Hahim 

(Athiabari) Road
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
