1. Important policy decisions taken and major activities during the month

) On 06.03.2024 , Ministry of Development of North Eastern Region (MDoNER)
organized an MoU signing event at Vigyan Bhawan, New Delhi in the presence of
Hon’ble Minister, MDoNER and Hon’ble Minister of State, MDoNER. A total of 52 MOUs
exchanged by Investors with the eight Northeastern states. In addition to the MOUs
exchanged, 30 more MOUs were signed in the run up to the summit with the total
amounting to Rs. 5,431.06 crore. As a result, a total of 82 MOUs were signed between
the State & Investors which amounted to Rs. 30,115.26 crore.

During the event, “Poorvottar Vikas Setu”, a tool that will enable the Ministry of
DoNER and all the North Eastern state governments to run the entire workflow online
for all the project selection, sanctions, fund releases under all the schemes of MDoNER,

was also launched.

1.2 Secretary, MDoNER had a meeting with Ministry of Tourism and National
Highways and Infrastructure Development Corporation Ltd. (NHIDCL) on 26.03.2024 to
discuss Operations and Maintenance (O&M) of 21 viewpoints sanctioned by Ministry of

Tourism in the North Eastern Region.

13 A Committee for promotion of Sports in North Eastern Region was constituted
under the chairmanship of Shri V. Baskaran, Olympian. The Committee comprises

members from MDoNER; North Eastern Council; Ministry of Youth Affairs and Sports;
all the eight North Eastern States; and 02 Padma Shree Awardee from North Eastern
States.



1.4 The second meeting of Task Force for development of Tourism in North
Eastern Region was held under the chairpersonship of Joint Secretary (SD&SL),
MDoNER on 13™ March 2024. The meeting was attended by members of the Task
Force including representatives of North Eastern States; Union Ministries/Departments

etc.

1.5 On 09.04.2024 , MDoNER took a review meeting with NEDFi and Ministry of
Labour and Employment under the Chairmanship of Secretary, MDoNER at Vigyan
Bhawan Annexe, New Delhi through VC to finalize the timelines with NEDFi for the
merger of the NCS portal with Advancing North East portal wherein it is stated that the
expected completion date and GO-Live date of the portal is 29" April, 2024 |
