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Monthly summary of principal activities and important decisions taken in
the Ministry of Development of North Eastern Region during the month
of July, 2024

1. Important policy decisions taken and major activities during the month

1.1 Hon’ble Minister for DONER and Communications visited Shillong, Meghalaya
and Guwahati, Assam on 12-13 July, 2024. He conducted a review at the NEC
Secretariat, Shillong, with officials from MDoNER, NEC, and the State Governments.

On 12 July, 2024, Hon'ble Minister also launched the North Eastern Region
Agri-Commodity e-Connect (NERACE) app. The NERACE is a unified digital
platform connecting farmers to the global market, enabling direct transactions and
price negotiation. The app features a multilingual helpline (English, Hindi,
Assamese, Bengali, Nepali, Khasi, Mizo and Manipuri) and integrated farmers and
sellers, enhancing agricultural connectivity in North East India. By bridging the gap
between farmers and buyers, NERACE aims to empower farmers to reach more

buyers, improve their income, and enhance access to new opportunities.

Hon'ble Minister for DONER also visited the office of the North East Cane and
Bamboo Development Council (NECBDC) at Burnihat, Assam on same day

alongwith the undersigned.

On 13 July, 2024, Hon’ble Minister visited the North Eastern Development
Finance Corporation Ltd (NEDFi) House in Guwahati, Assam and discussed ways to
further promote entrepreneurship and startups in the region with the officials of the
State Governments.



The focus of the aforesaid visit of Hon’ble Minister was on augmenting
infrastructure, connectivity, healthcare, education, startups, entrepreneurship,
tourism, and to align development with the vision of ‘Viksit Bharat and ‘Viksit

Purvottar .

1.2  On 26" July, Hon'ble Minister of State (MoS), MDoNER chaired a post-
Budget webinar on theme, "Accelerated Development of North Eastern States",
organized by this Ministry at Vigyan Bhawan Annexe, New Delhi. The undersigned
alongwith Planning Secretaries, Finance Secretaries and Resident Commissioners
of eight North Eastern States, senior Government officials from this ministry, North
Eastern Council, CPSEs of MDoNER and Ministry of Finance engaged in
threadbare deliberation.

Hon'ble Minister of State, MDoNER further highlighted the infrastructure
projects such as Agartala-Akhaura Railway link, Sela Tunnel, Kamakhya Corridor,
Kaladan Multi-Modal Transit Transport project, and the India-Bangladesh Friendship
as examples of the government's commitment to enhancing connectivity and socio-

economic development.

The undersigned highlighted the economic improvements noting a growth in
GDP, a reduction in the fiscal deficit compared to the previous years and informed
that Rs 11.11 lakh crore has been provided to the NER for capital expenditure in
infrastructure.

1.3 On 2"July, a meeting was held in New Delhi with North Eastern States to
discuss Corporate Social Responsibility (CSR) investment in North Eastern Region.
1.4 On 9" and 31%July, meetings were held to review the progress of 22
viewpoints as part of tourism infrastructure sanctioned by the Ministry of Tourism for
the North Eastern Region.

1.5 On 11"™July, a meeting was held with the North Eastern Handicrafts and
Handlooms Development Corporation Ltd(NEHHDC) to discuss the marketing
experience of NEHHDC with Open Network for Digital Commerce (ONDC).




1.6 On 9" July, another meeting with all the North Eastern States was held for
detailing of model tourism site in each of the North Eastern States. Subsequently, a
follow-up meeting with the State of Arunachal Pradesh was held on 24" July.
1.7 On 25" and 26" July, Hon’ble MoS, MDoNER chaired review meetings with 54
Non-exempted Ministries/Departments on the mandatory allocation and utilization
under 10% GBS during the first quarter of FY 2024-25 at Vigyan Bhawan Annexe,
New Delhi.

Senior officers from Ministries/Departments, Planning Secretaries of the NE
States and Resident Commissioners from all the NE States joined the meeting in

person /through video conferencing.
