2024.

Ministry of Development of North Eastern Region - Report for November, 2024

During 13-15 November 2024, Hon'ble Minister, DONER alongwith senior officials
made a visit to the North Eastern States of Arunachal Pradesh, Mizoram, Nagaland and Tripura.
Ministry has prepared a strategic roadmap for the growth and development of each State. The
pdiscussion included review of the ongoing schemes and the vision for the respective States
from the Ministry’s perspective. Based on mutually acceptable ideas and recommendations,
action points have been drawn for timely implementation for the same.

Review meeting of the mandatory allocation and utilization of 10% Gross Budgetary Support
(GBS) for the North Eastern Region (NER) by all 54 non-exempt Ministries/Departments
(M/Ds) in FY 2024-25 was held under the Chairmanship of Hon’ble Minister of State,
MDoNER on 29.11.2024 at 9.00 A.M. As on 31.10.2024, the total expenditure under the
aforesaid initiative is 35 %. The Ministries/departments as well as the State governments have
been requested to speed up the pace of proper utilization of the funds and resolve the minor
issues with mutual consultations.

Further, Ministry of Development of North Eastern Region organized NER investment
roadshow in Hyderabad on 13.11.2024, as a part of the pre-summit activities of the North East
Investors Summit, for attracting investment in the North Eastern States. The roadshow
included dialogue between interested business houses and Industry leaders with the North
Eastern State Governments. The roadshow was addressed by Hon’ble Minister of State,
MDoNER, besides senior officials from the Ministry and the eight North Eastern States. The
roadshow featured a short formal session, followed by pitch presentations by the State
Governments and B2G interactions between the state government representatives and
interested investors. During the event, 79 intents worth Rs. 10286.50 crore were received and
8 MOUs worth Rs. 7447 crore were signed between the NER States and the potential investors.
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
